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County, and increasing the capabilities of our agency to successfully combat new and ever changing crimes involving
technology. In addition to all this, the next Sheriff will have to accomplish all of this with less resources. With the possible
merger or incorporation of White River Township, the Sheriff's patrol area, the population it serves and the revenue it
receives could be drastically reduced. Voters may determine that no merger or incorporation will occur and | am prepared
for that as well and to address the many issues facing the citizens of White River Township. In simple terms, the next
Sheriff will have to be able to do more with less. | am prepared and have solutions,

I also have a strong message for criminals who break the law in Johnson County; “If you commit crimes in Johnson
County and come to our jail, you will pay for it, not the taxpayers!” This is my third pledge to you as your Sheriff;
I will vigorously pursue new, innovative methods to help fund the Johnson County Sheriff's Office and Jail and reduce the
tax burden on the citizens. | will propose a new law to our state legislators which | have termed, “The Taxpayer
Reimbursement Act”, in which offenders who are housed in Indiana county jails must reimburse that county a set fee
per day for every day they are housed in a county jail. This idea is based on a very successful law in Michigan (“The
prisoner reimbursement to the county act of 1984") which has been very successful in Michigan since its inception. In
addition, | would propose to our Johnson County Commissioners that they pass an ordinance requiring a $20.00
“Book-In" fee for any offender who is arrested and booked into the Johnson County Jail. If the person is found not guilty
or their charges dropped, they could apply to have the fee returned to them. As Sheriff, | would also vigorously pursue any
and all forms of additional funding through the use of federal grants and other dollars available through the United States
Justice Department. | also will implement an aggressive seizure/forfeiture program focusing not only on drug interdiction
and the seizure of monies and property from drug dealers but also from any criminals who perpetrate crimes against
people or businesses in Johnson County.

I also plan to work closely with other agencies in the county both in fighting crime and in promoting training for all of our
officers jointly and uniformly. | would make efforts to form a county wide task force to combat the drug problems in
Johnson County and would work jointly with all of the police agencies in the county. | welcome and eagerly anticipate the
input of other agencies and believe that by fostering a closer working and training relationship,better service would be
provided to the citizens county wide and a great deal could be gained while saving tax dollars.

Lastly, working with other agencies, including police, fire and Emergency Management, | would implement a county wide
emergency notification system using new, available technology that would notify all citizens in Johnson County, at any
time, of a disaster or dangerous situation, contacting them not only on their home telephones, but also on cellular phones,
text messaging, pagers and email. This could save lives and property in the event of natural disasters such as floods, fires,
tornadoes or hazardous materials incidents or in an even worse scenario, a school shooting or terrorist attack. This would
be an invaluable tool for the entire county and could be implemented at reasonable cost.

Thank you for allowing me the opportunity to share my views and goals for the future of the Johnson County Sheriff's
Office. There will be many difficult challenges and issues facing the next Sheriff and I feel that | am up to the job. | am
prepared and have plans and solutions to address many of these issues. We cannot do this alone, however. With your help
and input we can all do this together! It is my hope that | will have the opportunity to serve as your next Johnson County
Sheriff and | am asking for your support. | welcome your input and any suggestions, comments or questions that you may
have for me, Please visit our website for even more information at www.billpfiferforsheriff.com.
